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The South Carolina Festival and Event Association is committed to the progress and promotion of
the festival and event industry in South Carolina.

6. Student must complete a minimum of a 500 word essay describing his/her career goals
and objectives.

7. Student must be a member of their school's SCFEA chapter (if applicable).

8. Student must attend the annual ShowFest conference. (SCFEA will cover one night of
lodging expenses and registration fees).

Applications must include an unofficial transcript stating the student's intended major and grades
(an official transcript may be required before the scholarship is awarded).
